	Anti-Trust Statement 




	Josh Read the Statement: Associations are subject to strict scrutiny under antitrust laws because an association is by its nature, a group of competitors joined together for a common business purpose. The antitrust laws require companies to make certain decisions by themselves, not in conjunction with competitors. Therefore, associations and their members must proceed with extreme caution in certain areas of activity to insure against violation of antitrust laws.  Discussions of current or future prices or commissions and refusing to deal with or boycotting any insurance carrier are among a number of areas specifically prohibited by the antitrust laws and will not be permitted in today’s meetings.
